Dear Commission,

| write to request postponement of the Feb 8 hearing on account of
general counsel having failed to provide any procedure whatsoever to
the accused.

My understanding was that procedure around witnesses and evidence
would be determined in last Wednesday's meeting (Jan 27); upon
watching it, | was shocked to learn | would be expected to make my case
without the ability to provide any evidence — of which | have plenty —
due to a missed deadline of which | was never informed.

Why is it not part of General Counsel's routine practice to inform the
accused of their rights and of the procedure?

If it exists on some hidden corner of the City website, which [ still have
not seen, why not supply the link to the accused in the initial email
informing us of the pending complaint so that we are in a position to
prepare accordingly? Is that not fair & common-sense?

Early on, | had visited the Ethics Commission portion of the City website
and found no helpful information available aside from Commissioners’
names and terms; therefore | depended on the guidance of General
Counsel to navigate this process, and my understanding was the
information | sought would be revealed in last Wednesday's meeting.

| have plenty of evidence the Commission deserves to see in making their
determination. | have plenty of witnesses, as well. | am eager to make my
case — but not while stripped of my rights and ability to present my side

* [ recently received substantial open-records responses concerning Locke's
emails & text messages this year, but the City sent them in .msg format,
which I am unable to open. If the Ethics Commission rules in favor of
continuance, I believe I can urge the City to provide them as PDFs, such that I
may access them and use them as potential evidence in my defense.

* Similarly, my requests for bodycam footage from the incidents cited in the 4
complaints have been denied by the City twice now, with the final rejection
stating they will supply the bodycam footage only with the written consent of a
subject of the filming. Kathryn Bellomy, who alleges a racial dynamic to the
incident with Locke that prompted her Sept 2020 complaint, has offered her
written consent to the City, and therefore we are hopeful they will at last
relent and supply that bodycam footage. A continuance would allow us to
include this footage as potential evidence, which reportedly includes
inappropriate questioning about ethnicity.

Result of investigation-
After reviewing all available body camera footage, Commissioner Gomez’s statement is inaccurate. All

portions of the complaint are
unfounded.

The contact was made at Wildlife Park on 5/10/20 at 2:48 PM. Deputy Marshal's Locke 813 and Soane
849 contacted 3

individuals in a closed park. The contact tasted approximately 10 minutes and was professional and
cordial.

At the time of the contact, orange fencing had been erected around all closed parks along with sighage
stating "PARK

CLOSED". The only way to enter Wildlife Park would be through the river, cross over the fence, or cable
blocking a

vehicle entrance,

Julian Martinez and two others were inside of the orange fence when contact was made. At no time is
anyone referred

to as "hoy". Deputy Locke asked them if they could see that the park was closed, Mr. Martinez looked
over his shoulder

toward the fencing and replied: "Yes Sir". Deputy Soane asked the group if they had identification. Mr.
Martinez

removed his backpack and retrieved his identification, while he is handing the 1D to Deputy Soane his
dog lunges at

Soane. Deputy Soane's hands were full, one with a ticket baok and the other with Mr. Martinez's ID. At
no time does

Mr. Martinez say, "Wait a minute. My dog is not aggressive. He just thinks I'm leaving!”.

Deputy Soane's contact was mainly with Mr. Martinez and Deputy Locke's contact was mainly with the
other two




individuals. Deputy Soane issued Mr. Martinez a citation and explained what steps needed to be taken.
Deputy Soane is

a Hispanic male. Deputy Locke issued the other two individuals' citations.

As | mentioned in tonight's meeting, I've been approached separately by two older
San Marcans of color -- both of whom have been appointed by City Council to serve
on either a Board or Commission in the past decade, each reporting a different
incident, unaware that the other was approaching me -- who divulged their concern
solely with Mr. Locke based on what they told me were firsthand experiences with
racist conduct by this Ranger.

They both hoped [ would do something as a Parks Board member, and | am
endeavoring to honor their wishes.

| filed an open records request in late June to see if by chance anyone else had
made similar allegations; indeed, three separate complaints of racism existed from
just the preceding two months, which | think you'd agree is unsettling & merits a
deeper examination.

I'm copying our Board's vice-chair, as well, in case he might wish to join us. Likewise,
two members from the City Council's criminal justice reform committee.

Im sure my face
had a lost and confused ook on it, then he proceeds to say in a
VERY agitated way, "well what do you classify as??" |
responded and said "l am black and white." | wasn't sure if [ am
considered black or white considering the fact that | am BOTH.

He was so annoyad that [ said that and continued to write
something down. Next, he asks for all of our addresses. Does
not question my 2 white friends but when | told him mine he
guestioned if that was even in San Marcos. Keep in mind | live
on one of the busiest roads in San Marcos, Aquarena Springs.
These were the only things that just completely outraged me. |
am only 19 years old and it broke my heart and made me cry
that someone could be so rude and be so ohvious that people

City of San Marcos Refuses Request for Bodycam Footage of
Park Ranger Accused of Racist Conduct in Three Separate
Incidents This Summer

Upset he was named in a Parks Board meeting in September as
Recipient of Multiple Complaints of Biased Policing, Loy Locke i
Files Ethics Complaint Alleging He Was Only Subject to a Single
Complaint, not Three...

Mano Amiga has obtained 4 complaints filed against Park
Rangers this summer, via Open Record requests; 3 of them
concerning Locke's conduct:

* a May 11th report filed by Travis Co Commissioner Margaret
Gomez, concerning her grandson's treatment:

"I would say it appears that so much more training is needed in
sensitivity toward people of color and certainly training in de-
escatation... BTW, his two Anglo friends were not questioned but
they saw the whole thing."

* a June 13th report filed by a family from Houston:

"We had the worst experience with L. Locke; he escalated a
minor situation.. We drove from Houston to celebrate a birthday
party & to get together as a Hispanic culture... | felt so upset &
hopeless as a minority. Soon after not getting anywhere they spot
a Caucasian couple & address the beer bottles, which is also
against park rules, never gives them a ticket like he did the two
individuals who unfortunately were attached to our float..."

* an August 9th report filed by Kathryn Bellomy of New Braunfels,
who retained an attorney as a result:

“I've been a strong advocate for Blue Lives my whole life & the
way they treated me made me never want to support another cop
again. I won't let Mr. Locke define my view of the Blue. He is why
the Blue is frowned upon”

A subsequent open records reguest to get access to the body
cam footage from these THREE incidents resulted in a refusal
from the City of San Marcoes, citing Occupations code 1701.661.
